Dumpster Use

A dumpster will be placed in the graveled lot in the center of the
neighborhood for you to throw away items that don’t sell or junk
that has gathered over the last year. Do not put flammable mate-
rial such as gas or batteries in the dumpster. Also do not place in
the dumpster electronics like TV’s and computers or cardboard
and grass clippings which are recyclable. Please, do not lay materi-
als on the ground next to it—all items must be placed within the
dumpster and not above the height of the dumpster.

Graveled Lot

A reminder that the graveled lot in the center of the neighborhood
is not meant for additional parking or parking RV’s or large vehi-
cles. Per our covenants RV’s, boats, and campers are to be stored
in your garage or an off-site storage unit—not on driveways,
streets, or the graveled lot.
